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so oak-fronted units were installed to the side of the
shower cubicle, and underneath the new sink unit.

A “floating toilet’ was fitted, which has no pedestal
because it is bolted to the wall, and has a concealed
cistern. These loos are much easier to clean around,
and make a bathroom seem more spacious.

White tiles were fitted to the walls and the two
window sills, giving a clean-cut, seamless finish.

The bathroom’s revamp was completed with stylish
wood-look vinyl from Karndean - and illuminated with
a glass chandelier.
